AN AERIAL VIEW OF THE SANCTU ARY
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Besides the OUTER COURT  (1), which contained the altar of burnt
offering , the tabernacle itself consisted of two apartments called
the  HOLY  (2) and the MOST HOLY PLACE (3), separated by a
rich and beautiful curtain, or veil; a similar veil closed the entrance
to the first apartment.

In the HOLY PLACE was the candlestick, on the south, with
its seven lamps giving light to the sanctuary both by day and by
night; on the north stood the table of shewbread; and before the
veil separating the holy from the most holy was the golden altar of
incense, from which the cloud of fragrance, with the prayers of
Israel, was daily ascending before God.

In the MOST HOL Y PLACE stood the ark, a chest of precious
wood overlaid with gold, the depository of the two tables of stone
upon which God had inscribed the law of Ten Commandments.
Above the ark, and forming the cover to the sacred chest, was the
mercy seat, a magnificent piece of workmanship, surmounted by
two cherubim, one at each end, and all wrought of solid gold. In this
apartment the divine presence was manifested in the cloud of glory
between the cherubim.

The table opposite reveals the sanctuary service in the Old and
New Testaments.  Christ is now performing the true service in the
true tabernacle in Heaven, not with the blood of bulls and of goats,
but with His own for all sinners who have accepted Him.

THE SANCTUAR Y

The service that took place in the Most Holy Place was
symbolic of the Judgement. Unless a sinners sins are
confessed and forsaken, he will fail to pass the judgement
and will remain guilty before God. Only by the blood and
merits of Christ can men pass the judgement: for by the blood
of Christ a persons sins are pardoned, and by living His life
they are proved to be permanently removed. THE TEN
COMMANDMENTS - the law which is the foundation of
God’s throne, the law which Adam transgressed against in
the beginning, the great original from which Satan turned
against that made him the father of sin -  shall be, is, and can
only be the basis of the judgement for all mankind.  All who
have worked with Christ to overcome sin, and have attained
His spotless character - which is perfect love - by being
obedient to this law , will pass the judgement and be
translated to Heaven at His second coming:

The sanctuary service represents different stages in the plan of salvation:
THE  COURTYARD               Where we recognise, repent, and accept the sin offering

  for us in Christ, the Lamb slain for the sins of the world.
THE   HOLY  PLACE            Where we move on to accept the privileges given to us,

  and attain the righteousness of Christ.
THE  MOST  HOLY               Where those who live a consistent obedient life to God
             PLACE               are separated from those who are disobedient.

  “The ministration of the sanctuary consisted of two
divisions, a daily and a yearly service. The daily service was
performed at the altar of burnt offering in the court of the
tabernacle and in the holy place; while the yearly service
was in the most holy. . . Every morning and evening a lamb
of a year old was burned upon the altar, with its appropriate
meat offering, THUS SYMBOLIZING  THE  DAILY CONSECRATION  OF

THE  NATION  TO  JEHOVAH, AND THEIR  CONSTANT  DEPENDENCE UPON

THE  ATONING  BLOOD OF CHRIST .”1

  The  service that took place in the Courtyard was symbolic
of the death of Christ , who by the virtue of His blood , has
given mankind the provision to be saved from the penalty
of sin:

  13  For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer
sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh:
  14  How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the
eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your
conscience from dead works to serve the living God?
